Background of Proposal

General Information

Department of Agricultural Marketing, Andhra Pradesh was established in 1962, bifurcating from the Agriculture Department to enforce the provisions of the Agricultural Produce Markets Act and other schemes of the Department. The responsibilities of Department includesmarket regulation, market facilitation, market promotion, and marketinformation and farmer welfare.
The Department regulates AMCs and Rythu Bazars under it wherein various agriculture and horticulture commodities are traded across the state.
In order to provide a better market place for farmers and to ensure affordable prices to the end consumers, the Rythu Bazars were established in the year 1999.The concept of Rythu Bazar was developed to facilitate direct marketing between consumers and farmers avoiding the long chain of middlemen.There are currently 96 Rythu Bazars functioning in the State of Andhra Pradesh and thousands of farmers and consumers visit these markets on daily basis.

Objectives of the Proposal

The objective behind the issuance of the RFP is to enable the department in empanelment of reputed vendors to operate and maintain LED display boards at selected Rythu Bazars and Agricultural Market Yards for display of market prices and information dissemination regarding government programs.

These display boards shall also be used by the vendors for advertising and promotion for private players to generate revenue.
The empanelment of vendors will be for a period of Three year from the date of commencement of the Contract and extendable for a further period of two more years based on mutually agreed terms and conditions.
Scope of Work
Operation and maintenance of LED display boards
1.1.1 Vendor Role:
The empanelled vendor is required to operate and maintain the display boardsat the allotted Rythu Bazars and Agricultural Market Yards, in accordance with the orders issued by the Director under the Rules. The size of display board will be of two categories i.e.large screens of size8’x 6’ and small screens of size 6’x 4’. The list of markets and screen sizes is provided in Annexure-6. The technical specifications are given in Annexure-7.
The roles and responsibilities of vendor includes the following:
a) The vendor should make the necessary arrangements and deploy resources for operating the LED boards. Provisions should be made for feeding different audio, video and picture file formats. 
b) The vendor needs to operate all display boards in the cluster allotted to him.

c) The vendor should arrange for necessary software and provide the screen space of minimum 2’ x 6’ for large screens and 1.5’ x 4’ for small screens i.e. 25% of the screen size for display of Market Prices of agriculture commodities as provided by the department.
d) The vendor should reserve a time slot of minimum 90 minutes during the morning hours (Between 7 am to 10 am) and 90 minutes during the evening hours (between 4 pm to 7 pm), for broadcasting information on Government programs, during the working hours of Rythu Bazars and agricultural market yards.
e) The vendor should ensure the maintenance of display boardsto keep them operational. After the completion of the contract period, except for normal wear and tear, the vendor shall hand over the display boards in working condition to the department. In case of failure to return any of the  asset  taken  over  by  the Service Provider or damage of assets beyond normal wear and tear, Marketing Department will recover the depreciated cost of such asset or repair charges as the case may be out of any dues payable to the Service Provider  or  the Service  Provider  shall  reimburse such  amounts  to the Marketing Department.

f) The vendor should secureadvertisement contracts from private players to generate advertising revenue. The pricing for the advertisements from private parties shall be as per the prevailing market rates in the respective areas. 

g) The vendor is required to install a software in order to track the number of advertisement and also the duration of the advertisements screened. He should submit the details on monthly basis for actual number of hours utilized for the government and private programs/ ads.
h) The vendor should maintain separate head in books of account to record the revenue generated from operations in the rythu bazars and market yards and made it available to the department as and when asked for. 
i) The vendor has to bear all expenses for operating the display screens including internet expenses and cost of SIM card required for the Display screen.

1.1.2 Role of Agricultural Marketing Department:
The Agriculture Marketing Department shall facilitate infollowing activities:
a) Providing display boards and permission to the vendor for the operationof display boards in allotted Rythu Bazars and Agricultural Market Yards
b) Providing access to existing electricity connection on pay and use basis, as per availability in Rythu Bazars and Agricultural Market Yards
c) Providing the data input for market prices to be displayed on the board

d) Providing the videos/ digital banners for ads and programs to be run on behalf of Government of AP

e) Allowing the vendor to run advertisements for private players to generate revenue and increase economic viability.
f) The department will form a supervising committee to monitor the pricing of advertisement slots at different locations and the revenue generated.
Marketswheredisplay boards havetobe operated:
1.1.3 The selected vendors have to operate and maintain display screens at the rythu bazars and agricultural market yards in the clusters allotted to them based on this tender.
1.1.4 The list of these target markets and estimated footfalls are provided in Annexure-6 of this document.The list of clusters is provided in Annexure 5
1.1.5 The vendor may request the department to install and operate additional display boards in the Rythu Bazaars/Market Yards at his own cost. However the vendor will have to pay rental for such display boards at the similar rate as fixed for the other display boards in the Rythu Bazaars / Market Yards.
All other terms and conditions regarding allocation of screen place and reserve time slot for Government programs will be applicable to all additional display boards.
Qualification criterion for Tenderers

Tenderers shall only be a single entity:
1.1.6 The Tenderer shall be a single entity and any consortium between the Tenderer and any other entity is not allowed to participate in this tender.
Tenderers not to beineligible:
1.1.7 Tenderers shall not be under a declaration of ineligibility for any reason whatsoever as issued by Government of India or any state government or any public sector undertaking of the Government of India.

1.1.8 Tenderer shall affirm its eligibility to participate in the tender.The affirmation shall be as per Annexure-1 and shall be duly signed by the person authorized as per Annexure-4.

QualificationcriteriaforTenderers:
1.1.9 The qualification criteria for Tenderers are given below.
(a) The Tenderer can be a firm duly registered as proprietorship or partnership or private company registered under the Companies Act, 1956.
(b) The Tenderer shall have at least three years' experience in providing Indoor/ Outdoor digital advertising and display services.

(c) The firm should be running a minimum of 10 LED display boards for the purpose of advertising. 
(d) The average turnover of the Tenderer in the last three financial years namely 2017-18, 2016-17 and 2015-16 shall not be less than 2.00 crores in the three years combined.
Tenderers shall fill in particulars about fulfilling the qualification criteria in formats in Annexure 3, along with supporting documents, which shall be submitted as detailed in this tender document.
Tender documents

Contentsofthetenderdocument:
1.1.10 This tender document includes, background to the invitation, instructions to Tenderers along with Annexures.
Clarification regarding tenderdocuments:
1.1.11 Tenderers requiring any clarification regarding tender document may notify Marketing Department in writing through e-mail at the e-mail address indicated in this document before the pre-bid meeting. The Marketing Department will respond to all such clarification requests through email to alltenderers.

PrebidmeetingofTenderers:
1.1.12 A pre-bid meeting of Tenderers would be held at the notified venue, date and time as displayed on website of the Marketing Department.

1.1.13 Tenderers may seek clarifications on the tender documents and other relevant matters. They may also suggest amendments to the tender documents. However, the Marketing Department would have absolute discretion on accepting or rejecting the suggestionsmade.

Amendments to tenderdocuments:
1.1.14 At any time prior to the deadline for submission of tenders,the Agricultural Marketing Department may, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification requested by a Tenderer or as a result of the outcome of the pre bid meeting, modify this tender document through anamendment/corrigendum.

1.1.15 All amendments to the tender document shall be uploaded to website and shall be binding on the Tenderers.
Submission of proposal
Languageofthetender:

1.1.16 The tender prepared and submitted by the Tenderer shall be in English.
1.1.17 AnycorrespondencerelatingtothetenderbetweentheTendererandwith Marketing Departmentshallbe inEnglishlanguage.

1.1.18 Supporting documents and printed literature furnished by the Tenderer may be in another language provided that they are accompanied by a certified translation of the relevant passages in English language, in which case, for the purposes of interpretation of the tender, the translation shall govern. However, documents in Telugu need not betranslated.

Bid documents:

1.1.19 The bid shall comprise of Part-A Technical Bid (including Annexure 1 to 4) and Part-B Financial B (Annexure 5) and all its supporting documents and attachments. 

1.1.20 The bids complete in all respect including all attachments, and supporting documents as prescribed in this RFP Document shall be uploaded by the authorized signatory as stipulated in the bid.  The details about online submission of bids are given in clause 6.3

Alternately, hard copy of the Technical & Financial Bid documents can to be submitted to the Commissioner of Agricultural Marketing in two separate envelops.

1.1.21 The filled and signed attachments and supporting documents are to be scanned and uploaded at the space/packet provided in the bid portal. The original/attested copies of the attachments from the successful participant will be collected to enable the Department to physically verify the authenticity of the documents scanned and uploaded in the e-Procurement portal, which is pre-qualification for technical evaluation. All particulars / documents submitted by the Tenderer shall form a part of the Bid. The details about the bid submission 
1.1.22 The bid documents (Annexure 1, 2, 3 and 5) must be submitted on the letter head of the vendor whereas Annexure 4 must be submitted on stamp paper of not less than Rs. 100.
1.1.23 Without prejudice to the generality of the above, the following shall form a part of the Technical Bid to be submitted by the Tenderer.

· EMD Rs 2.00 Lakhs paid to Online GOAP Account in case of vendors participating on e-Procurement platform (or) in form of DD / Bankers Cheque drawn in favour of Commissioner and Director of Agriculture Marketing, Government of AP Guntur in case of the vendors who intend to submit documents as Hard copies.

· General information of the Tenderer in a format as in Annexure-2;

1.1.24 The Financial Bid to be submitted by the Tenderer should be as per the format specified in Annexure-5.
Procedure for submitting online bids:

1.1.25 The bidder shall submit his response through Bid submission to the tender on e-procurement platform at www.eprocurement.gov.in by following the procedure given below. The bidder would be required to register on the e-procurement market place www.eprocurement.gov.in or https://tender. eprocurement.gov.in and submit their bids online. 

1.1.26 The bidders shall submit their eligibility and qualification details, Technical bid, Financial bid etc., in the online standard formats displayed in eProcurement web site. The bidders shall upload the scanned copies of all the relevant certificates, documents etc., in support of their eligibility criteria/technical bids and other certificate/documents in the eProcurement website. The bidder shall sign on the statements, documents, certificates, uploaded by him, owning responsibility for their correctness/authenticity. The bidder shall attach all the required documents for the specific tender during the bid submission as per the tender notice and bid document.

Submission AS hard Copies:

1.1.27 If the bidder who doesn’t have online registration, chose to submit the bid as hard copies, they are requested to submit all the documents as part of financial and Technical Bid in two separate sealed envelopes, together kept in one large envelop. The large envelope should clearly labelled/written on top “Tender for Operations and Maintenance of LED boards.” 
The individual envelop for technical and financial bid should mention “Technical Bid for operations and maintenance of LED boards” and “Financial Bid for operations and maintenance of LED Boards” respectively. 
The vendorer who desires to submit hard copies shall in addition to the E.M.D in the shape of D.D/Bankers cheque shall pay and  submit the following in variably along with the technical bid documents.

1.1.28 The department shall not take any responsibility for any delay or non-receipt of bids. 
1.1.29 If any of the documents furnished by the bidder is found to be false/fabricated/bogus, the bidder is liable for forfeiture of the EMD, cancellation of work and criminal prosecution and black listing.

1.1.30 The bidder is requested to get a confirmed acknowledgement from the Tender Inviting Authority as a proof of Hardcopies submission to avoid any discrepancy. The bidder has to attach all the required documents as required by Tender Inviting Authority in its tender conditions.
Price Bid:

1.1.31 As per the format provided by the Department the Tenderer should quote his maximum offer for rental rate for display boards on per month per sq.ft basis.
1.1.32 The offer for revenue sharing to be quoted individually for the 3 clusters,in a format as in Annexure-5.
1.1.33 The tenderer may note that the allotment of individual cluster will be based on the highest quote for rental. The tenderer may choose to bid for one or more clusters based on his capacity.
1.1.34 The rental payable will be calculated of the total screen space available/allotted for operators in the Rythu Bazaars in Market Yards irrespective of utilization by the vendor.
1.1.35 The rental will be fixed for entire contract period with 5% increment annually.
Period of validity oftenders

1.1.36 Unless declared to the contrary, tender shall remain valid for a period of 60 days after the last date for submission of tender. Any tender valid for a shorter period shallbetreatedasnon-responsiveandrejected.

1.1.37 Under exceptional circumstances, The Agricultural Marketing Department may solicit the consent of the Tenderer for an extension of the period of validity. The request and the responses thereto shall be made inwriting.

1.1.38 Tenderer may, by a communication through writing or email accept the request for extension of period of validity. In such a case, the earnest money deposit provided shall also be suitablyextended.

1.1.39 Tenderer accepting the request for extension of period of validity would not be permitted to modify itstender.

1.1.40 Tenderer may decline to extend the validity of the tender and in such case; its tender would not be considered foracceptance.

1.1.41 The earnest money deposit furnished as by the tenderer decliningtoextendthevalidityofthetenderwouldnotbeliableforforfeiture.

Earnest money deposit:

1.1.42 The Tenderer shall furnish, as part of the RFP, a single sum of Rs.2,00,000 (Rupees two lakhs only) for all clusters as earnest money deposit.

1.1.43  The earnest money deposit of unsuccessful Tenderers will be returned as soon as possible but not later than 30 days after the Selected Tenderer has signed the Contract.

1.1.44 The Earnest Money Deposit of the Selected Tenderer will be discharged upon the final empanelment and after the selected tenderer furnishing the performance guarantee as per this tender and signing the Contract.
1.1.45 The earnest money deposit may be forfeited, if the TendererWithdraws its tender before 60 days after opening the price bid; 
(or) Does not accept the correction
of errors proposed during preliminary examination of Bids.

Signing of thetender:

1.1.46 Tenders received without the signature of the person authorised to sign the tender shallberejected.

1.1.47 All pages of the tender shall be initialled by the person or persons signing the tender and the seal of the Tenderer affixed there on before submission.

Deadline for submission oftenders

1.1.48 Tenders shall be submitted on or before the time and date specified in this document. In the event that the specified date for the submission of tenders is declared as a public holiday, tenders will be received up to the appointed time on the next workingday.

1.1.49 The Marketing Department may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for submission of tenders by amending the tender document, in which case all rights and obligations of This Office and Tenderers before the extension of the deadline will remain the same in the extended period.

1.1.50 The bid documents must be submitted at the office of Commissioner of Agricultural Marketing, Guntur on or before 16-10-2018 before 03.00 PM either personally or through courier or by post and the receipt of the same within the stipulated time shall be the responsibility of the bidder. 

1.1.51 The department shall not take any responsibility for any delay or non-receipt. If any of the documents furnished by the bidder is found to be false/fabricated/bogus, the bidder is liable for forfeiture of the EMD, cancellation of work and criminal prosecution and black listing.

1.1.52 The bidder is requested to get a confirmed acknowledgement from the Tender Inviting Authority as a proof of hardcopies submission to avoid any discrepancy. The bidder has to attach the required documents as required by Tender Inviting Authority in its tender conditions.
Withdrawal oftenders

1.1.53 No tender shall be withdrawn in the interval between the dead line for submission of tenders and the expiration of the period of validity of the tender specified by the Tenderer in its tender. Withdrawal of a tender during this interval shall result in the forfeiture of the earnest money deposit of the Tenderer.
Right to accept any tender or to reject any or all tenders

1.1.54 The Marketing Department reserves the right to accept or reject any tender or all the tenders or to annul the tendering process at any stage.

Evaluation procedure

Opening of tenders by theMarketing Department

1.1.55 In the event that the date specified for opening of tenders is declared a public holiday, tenders shall be opened at the appointed time and location on the next workingday.

1.1.56 Representatives of shortlisted vendors may be present at the time of opening of tenders. They shall sign a register evidencing their attendance.

Substantially responsive tenders

1.1.57 A tender shall be deemed to be substantially responsive if the Technical and Financial Bid has been submitted as per the clauses of RFP.
1.1.58 The Marketing Department shall have absolute discretion to either consider any tender that is not substantially responsive or reject the same.

Seeking clarification on received bids

1.1.59 The Agricultural Marketing Department may, at its discretion, seek any clarification from the tenderers with regard to their bids submitted. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing.
Evaluation of Eligibility
1.1.60 The technical bid is liable for rejection, at the discretion of the Marketing Department, if-

(a)
The earnest money deposit has not been submitted or if submitted is inadequate or if the demand draft is prima facie defective; or

(b)
Any of the documents as required in RFP have not been submitted or if submitted is defective for any reason whatsoever; or

(c)
The period of validity of the proposal is not as specified in this tender document; or

(d)
The Tenderer does not satisfy any of the qualification conditions prescribed in this tender; or

(e)
The Marketing Department is of opinion that the Technical Bid is not capable of consideration for any other reason whatsoever.
Scoring criteria for Technical and Financial Bid
1.1.61 The tender will be evaluated on the basis of technical and financial parameters. All bids satisfying the technical criteria will be selected for financial evaluation.

1.1.62 Tender will be finalized on the basis of satisfying required qualification in the technical bid and highest rental rates quoted offered for the cluster (H1) in the financial bid.
1.1.63 Thedepartment might choose, notto empanel any vendor for one or more Clusters in case a competitive bid is not received.
Awarding of the contract

Notification ofaward

1.1.64 Prior to the expiration of the period of validity of tenders, The Agricultural Marketing Department will notify the highest Tenderer in writing by letter or by e- mail to be confirmed in writing, that it’s tender has beenaccepted.

Performanceguarantee

1.1.65 The Selected Tenderer shall furnish performance guarantee for a sum of Rs. 2,00,000/-(Rupees Two lakhsonly)for each allotted cluster, in the form of a bank guarantee from any scheduled commercial bank, valid up to three months beyond the period of contract.

1.1.66 The format of the bank guarantee shall be as approved by theMarketing Department.

1.1.67 Any request for extension of time for providing the performance guarantee would not beentertained.

1.1.68 Failure of the Selected Tenderer to furnish performance guarantee to the satisfaction of the Marketing Department shall constitute sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the earnest moneydeposit.
1.1.69 In the event of annulment of the award, the Marketing Departmentmay

(a) Notify the next highest Tendererthatithasbeenallotted these clusters;(or)
(b) Invite newtenders.

Signing of the contract

1.1.70 The Selected Tenderer shall sign the Contract with the Marketing Department, within 7 days of award of tender as per the time stipulated in the Letter of award/intent.

1.1.71 Failure of the Selected Tenderer to sign the Contract with in the stipulated time shall constitute sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the earnest moneydeposit.
1.1.72 In the event of annulment of the award, the Marketing Departmentmay
(a) Notify the next highest Tenderer that it has been allotted these clusters; (or)
(b) Invite new tenders.
Miscellaneous
Commencement of services

1.1.73 The Service Provider shall take over the operations of LED screens from the date as may be mentioned in the Contract.
1.1.74 The operation shall commence within seven days after handing over the LED display screens in the markets and Rythu bazars of the clusters allotted to them.
Contacting the Marketing Department

1.1.75 Save for exceptional the circumstances as determined by the department, no Tenderer shall contact the Marketing Department on any matter relating to its tender, from the last date for receipt of completed tender forms till the notification of the award.

1.1.76 Any effort by a Tenderer to influence the Marketing Department in its decisions on tender evaluation, tender comparison or notification of the award may result in rejection of the tender of such Tenderer.

Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices

1.1.77 The Marketing Department requires that Tenderers observe the highest standard of ethics at the time of bidding and while providing services to the Marketing Department. In pursuance of this policy, for the purposes of this clause,

1.1.78 "Corrupt practice" means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of anything of value to influence the action of an official in the procurement process or in contract execution; and

1.1.79 "Fraudulent practice" means a misrepresentation of facts in order to influence the procurement process or the execution of a contract to the detriment of Marketing Department, and includes collusive practice among Tenderers (prior to or after tender submission) designed to establish tender prices at artificial non-competitive levels and to deprive the Marketing Department of the benefits of free and open competition.

1.1.80 The Marketing Department may reject the tender of the Lowest Tenderer/any other Tender, if it determines that the Tenderer has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the contract in question.

1.1.81 The Marketing Department may withdraw the notification of award if itdeterminesthatthe Selected Tenderer has engaged incorruptorfraudulentpracticesincompeting for the contractin question.

1.1.82 The Marketing Department may declare a Tenderer ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to be awarded a contract, if it at any timeitdeterminesthatthe Tenderer has engaged in corrupt orfraudulentpracticesincompetingforthe contract in question.

Dispute resolution andlitigations

1.1.83 Any dispute regarding operation and maintenance of LED display boards shall be resolved in accordance with the guidelines for dispute resolution by the Disputes Committee for Online Markets issued by the Director, Agricultural Marketing Department,Government of Andhra Pradesh vide Order No. Proce..No. MR/47/2016, dated10-2017 (see website: www.tender.apeprocurement.gov.in).

1.1.84 Subject to the aforesaid, the Courts in Hyderabad or adjured city alone shall have jurisdiction in respect of any matter arising from or related to this tender or the Contract.

Billingprocedure
1.1.85 On entering into the contract the selected tenderer shall commence the work within one week.
1.1.86 The contractor should deposit the rental amount for the month, before 5th day of the consecutive month. The account related and other details will be furnished to the selected vendor at the time of entering into the contract. 
General

1.1.87 Intending bidders may visit markets and ascertain the facilities existing and other detailsbeforeofferingthebid.

1.1.88 The tender document will form part of the contract to be entered with the selected tenderer.
